EDUCATING WOMEN. IMPACTING COMMUNITIES. CHANGING LIVES.  
Why donate to DeNeuville—what is the need?
· Over 70% of families living in poverty are headed by single mothers.

· When a mother improves her education, regardless of level, her children’s reading and language skills are increased.  

· TN Dept Workforce Development Data: 

· Children of educated women have higher rates of graduation, are less likely to become unemployable adults, and three times less likely to live in poverty.  

· Children of women without a high school diploma are eight times as likely to be incarcerated.  

· A high school credential provides on average $10,000 more annually per individual thereby increasing overall economic input into the community.  

· Studies have indicated that when women hold assets or gain income, the money is more likely to be spent on nutrition, medicine, and housing, and consequently their children and community are healthier.  

· On average for every $1 a woman earns, $.80 are invested back into her family compared to $.30 cents invested into the family for every dollar earned by men.   
Did you know that….?
· More than 85% of our students are mothers and over half are single mothers.   

· 80%, are between the ages of 18-45 years old.  

· Over 64% come to us as “unemployable” and on average have a 9th grade level education.  

· The average income for our families is $15,800 well below federal poverty level of $26,500 for a family of four.  

· The programs offered at DLC help improve the lives of not only the women we serve but also children and families in crisis.  

Children of less educated parents are much more likely to become low skilled adults. Therefore, increasing parents’ skills and opportunities we are improving educational outcomes for their children.  
                                 What Is The Potential Impact?
· More High School Equivalency graduates ready to find employment or continue education.

· Increased success in job placement by students (mothers and women). 

· Reduced language barriers to employment.  

· A safe environment for children while their mothers receive valuable education.  

· An overall movement to greater prosperity, enhanced contributions to Shelby County. 
· Each year 300 women and 75 children are served.
